along with seats and other
components. In terms of kit
costs, the Python galvanised
chassis costs £1495 and the
body a further £1800. All of
which means that the company

hopes the private builder will
be able to complete a car from
as little as £10,000. Indead,
such are the economies that
the price of a Memesis kit
package has now been
dropped from £7200 to £5995.

are available from
£16,000. All of which
places this car in amongst
the top end of the market
- a difficult nut to crack
