RV DYMNAMICS, MAKER OF
the revived Python Cobra
replica, has released more
pictures of its totally
redesigned chassis. Using

BMW 5-series running gear
and powertrain, it is quite

unlike that of any other Cobra,

except in its maker’s claims
that it's both immensely strong

and notably light.
Design-wise, it is a fully
triangulated ladder frame
incorparating a multi-tubular
central backbone. The main

rails are fabricated from
80x40mm RHS steel tube while
the backbone uses 19mm
square tube. Also in there
somewhere is 50x30mm tube,
while an important feature is
the provision of crumple zones
frant and rear. Zintec folded
steel does the job at both
ends, the front assembly
incorporating a steel subframe
that carries the bumper and oil
cooler.

Having moved, somewhat
bravely, to a factory in 5ri
Lanka, RV's boss Vince Wright
reports that production hasn’t
perhaps progressed as fast as
he would like, due mainly to
the need to train the
company’s Sr Lankan
craftsman in the required new
skills. But with the first three
chassis already delivered to
customers in the UK, another
batch of five or six units is due
to be shipped here in January
It is expected that the first
demanstrator will be on
display at next May's
Stoneleigh show, or maybe
SOOMner.
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
