Single Vehicle Approval
It never ceases to astonish me how time just flies by.  It was over 
8 years ago that the government announced the introduction of 
the SVA test for kit cars.  It caused quite a panic at the time; 
not least because there was considerable ambiguity concerning 
what the test criteria were going to be and precisely what the 
government’s motivation was in introducing the scheme in the 
first place.
One of my first decisions as a publisher was to produce a 
pamphlet detailing the test criteria. That caused a stir at the time 

because, on the one hand, the details it contained were subject to 
Crown Copyright. On the other hand, the government’s position 
was that it couldn’t release the test criteria until it had finalised 
every jot and tittle of the full test. 
The position was that confusion prevailed and the market was 
nervous.  So, in 1997, a year before the introduction of the test, 
I threw caution to the wind and published a draft version of the 
test with notes saying what was fixed in stone and what was 
subject to revision. As things became clearer; revised versions 
of the original pamphlet were published, along with articles 
about various vehicles that had been through various pilot and 
trial tests.  By the time the fourth edition was published, the 
work was substantial enough to be described as a book and was 
given an isbn (international standard book number).
The fourth and fifth editions were both sellouts.  So, I’ve been 
spending some of my ‘reformed’ time re-compiling the sixth 
edition of the Kit Cars and the Law guide.  You’ll find more 
about the new book in the Hissing section and more about the 
way the SVA test has influenced Cobra design on pages 67 to 
82.
